  Winter Beauty in Michigan 
Is your garden as attractive in the snow as it is in the 
summer?

Evergreens are the backbone of any 
winter garden. Evergreen trees and 
shrubs like the Compact Colorado 
Blue Spruce on standard shown here 
make for great foundation plantings. 

Ornamental grasses left unsheared are a 
great maintenance free plantings to 
incorporate into your landscape. This dwarf 
fountain grass “Hameln” shows how the 
snow creates great contrast. 

Many trees and shrubs show color by 
producing berries in the winter. This 
“Donald Wyman” Crabapple tree 
keeps its berries until spring then 
erupts with flowers. Other plants with 
winter fruit are holly and viburnum. 

Not all deciduous trees drop there leaves 
when fall comes. This young red oak 
retains its dry leaves throughout most of 
winter, creating a tan accent in the garden. 
The Riverbirch tree in the background has 
an interesting bark and multi-stems.
